The
best shipping charge he found was $550 each way, plus
about $100 customs charges each way. And to make
matters worse, alow at least a month for the bike to
clear customs.

Results of Members | nsurance Survey

Last month | sent out an email survey asking
members about their motorcycle insurance. More than
half the members responded. That probably makes this
representative.  Therefore, the results: The average
annua premium among us is $109. The high was $300,
through Rider Insurance of Union, NJ. That amount was
almost twice as high as the next highest premium. The
low was $50 (through Progressive Northern). Slightly
more than half the members responding have vintage or

historic coverage. Almost 70% have liability coverage
only, no fire & theft. The most popular company was
Progressive Northern, from Cleveland, OH, followed by
The St. Paul Company of St. Paul, MN, and the
Congdon & Skelley Agency of Maple Shade, NJ.
